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Guidelines for Poster Presenters
1. Specification of Poster Stand
· A poster panel has usable space of approximately 0.7m Width x 2m Height (Whole :0.7m Widthx2.2m Height)

· A number on each poster panel indicating the location of your assigned display station.

2. Exclusion  
· No Electricity Supply. 
· The Secretariat will NOT be responsible for the production of Poster. 
· It will not be possible to use projection or demonstration equipment of any kind. 

· No additional furniture or special equipment will be permitted. If you have a medical condition that requires you to sit down during your presentation, please notify the Secretariat in advance by sending an email to abstract@swsd2010.org. 
3. Useful Advices to Presenters 
· Please consider using lighter weight materials instead of heavy laminated materials. 
· Please use Velcro hook-adhesive sticker or tape to put up your poster. No push pins or staples allowed.
· Please note that, in any case, the organizers will NOT assume any responsibility for loss or damage done on your poster.  You are therefore advised to keep a master copy of your work.
4. Arrival and Set-Up
Poster Set-up Counter: After registering at our Registration Counter, please proceed to our Poster Setup Counter located in the Hall 5F which will be opened from 8:30-18:30 from 11-13 June 2010. Before you approach our colleagues at the Counter, please prepare your abstract number, your name and your poster materials. 
Our staff and volunteers will show you the way to the poster displaying area and help you locate your display panel. The Hall will be opened for set up at 8:30 am during the Conference. You are advised to fix your poster at least 30 minutes before your assigned session starts, ie, 10:30 am. 
Only presenters with a name badge will be permitted in the poster area during set-up period (8:30-10:30).

Poster Panel Number: Each poster will be assigned a Poster Panel Number. This number indicates the location of your poser panel in the Hall. This number will be same as your Abstract number and shown in the Progarmme Book. 
5. Display and Presentation Time
An area in the Exhibition Hall (Hall 5F) will be set aside for display of posters. Your poster will be displayed in one of the following Poster Sessions. Your exact presentation date will be announced in May 2010. 


Poster Session I: 
11 June 2010, 11:00-18:00 (for sub-theme 1 to 5)
Poster Session II:
12 June 2010, 11:00-18:00 (for sub-theme 6 to 14)
Poster Session III:
13 June 2010, 11:00-18:00 (for sub-theme 15 to 25)
You are recommended to stand by ay your panel during the assigned presentation times (11:00-12:00 and 15:30-16:30). The times of your presentation will be shown in the Programme Book. You may need to present and response to your participants during these periods. 
6. Removal
Poster must be removed immediately following the session. Any poster materials left behind will be forfeited and disposed without your further consent 30 minutes after the closure of the poster session. 
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
